Court Ordered Visitation Rules

1. The purpose of visitations is to help maintain the parent/child bond. Discussion of specific details related to the case is prohibited. Parents should contact their caseworker at a later time to discuss details related to their case.

2. If parents choose to discuss details related to the case during visitation and/or they become unruly or hostile, the visitation will be immediately terminated by visitation supervisor. If parents persist in attempting to discuss their case, visit after visit, it may become necessary to file a motion in court requesting future visitations be terminated.

3. The children are not to be left unattended with the parents at any time prior to, during, or after the visitation, unless otherwise preapproved by caseworker.

4. All visitations will occur at a prearranged time and location. If the parent needs to cancel the visit and would like to make it up, the parent must have approval of the caseworker.

5. The child and visitation supervisor will wait no longer than 15 minutes for the parents to arrive at the preapproved visitation site. If the parents are not present after 15 minutes, the child will be returned to placement.

6. If parents are consistently late for visits or miss visits, the caseworker will be notified.

7. Visits will be automatically terminated for any of the following reasons: alcohol use, whispering, or any kind of physical-emotional-mental abuse.

8. Visits will be restricted to the court ordered parent(s), unless otherwise approved in advance by the caseworker.

9. If you are sick, you must cancel and reschedule your visit before the designated start time of your visit. You will also be required to furnish a doctor’s verification of your illness.
