Category A:

· Careless
· Unable to pay attention, daydreams
· Fails to finish projects
· Disorganized
· Loses items, loses track of time
· Fidgets or constantly moves
· Interrupts others
Category B:

· Angry

· Argumentative

· Defiant

· Deliberately annoying

· Finds fault, blames others

· Easily annoyed

· Takes out anger on others

· Sarcastic

Category C:

· Plays ‘hooky’ from work or school

· Cons others

· Intimidates others

· Initiates physical fights

· Steals

· Deliberately destroys other’s property

· Deliberately sets fires

· Used physical force to steal

· Has broken into other’s property

· Has used a weapon when fighting

· Physically cruel to animals

· Physically cruel to people

· Promiscuous

Category D:

· Anxious about abilities

· Difficulty controlling worries

· Restless or edgy

· Irritable most of the day

· Tense and unable to relax

· Insomnia

· Physical symptoms with no apparent cure (headaches, stomach aches, etc.)

Category E:

· Excessive fear of specific objects or situations (animals, heights, storms, insects, etc.)

· Perfectionist

· Obsessive distressing thoughts

· Compulsive repetitive behavior

· Experienced a threat to life, limb or property that absorbs one’s attention

· Physical tics, twitches or jerking

· Unusual or repetitive vocal sounds

Category F:

· Unwarranted, strange or bizarre beliefs, thoughts or ideas

· Auditory hallucinations

· Laughs or cries inappropriately

· Demonstrates no emotional response to provocative situations or comments

· Preoccupation with imaginary persons

· Talks to self audibly continually in an inappropriate 3rd person manner

Category G:

· Depressed most of the day

· Demonstrates no interest in pleasurable activities

· Recurrent suicidal thoughts

· Recurrent thoughts of death

· Feeling of worthlessness or guilt

· Low energy for no apparent reason

· Little confidence

· Self conscious

· Fatalistic

· Significant change in weight or appetite

· Significant change in sleep habits

· Significant change in activity level

· Significant change in ability to concentrate

· Significant drop in school or work performance

· Cutting

· Purging

Category H:

· Avoids eye contact

· Provides few social cues

· Disinterest in others

· Oblivious to other’s feelings

· Significant difficulty with language

· Significant difficulty in making socially appropriate conversation

· Uses odd speech patterns

· Unable to use imagination

· Preoccupied with one topic

· Unable to cope with change of routine or surroundings

· Makes repetitive physical movements

· Demonstrates fascination with parts of objects

Category I:
· Avoids contact with strangers

· Abnormally shy

· Withdraws or has uncomfortable emotional reaction when placed in unfamiliar social setting

Category J:

· Anxious when separated from significant support

· Worries about safety of significant others when separated

· Worries about catastrophic disasters separating important others

· Avoids usual activities to remain with significant others

· Anxious when alone

· Becomes physically sick when apart from significant others
