Drug and Alcohol Screening

I understand that random drug and alcohol testing will be done throughout the duration of the JJDRA program.   Staff must be present during the urinalysis collection.   If for any reason the youth is unable to submit a valid specimen at the time of the random check, it will be up to my own expense, to submit documentation showing that my family Doctor has conducted a drug test.  This must be done within 48 hours from the initial attempt by staff.

I understand that screenings are for Amphetamines, Cocaine, THC, Morphine, and Alcohol.

Failure to comply will result in an automatic unsatisfactory rating for that week and may result in restriction, temporary out of home placement and/or other appropriate consequences.
