Parent/Agency Agreement

The Juvenile Justice program is designed to assist you and your family in improving family relationships, reducing tension, establishing rules and expectations, and encouraging your child to succeed.  For this to occur, staff need your full support and cooperation.  The following expectations are listed to inform you of your responsibilities while your child is placed on the program.

1. The family will communicate and cooperate with staff efficiently, effectively, and on a timely basis AT ALL TIMES.

2. The family will report any negative behaviors immediately to staff.

3. The family will assist ___________________  in completing the program by enforcing the rules established within the level system.

4. The family will become actively involved in treatment planning, setting goals etc.

5. The family will monitor ___________________ participation in any additional services recommended by the Family Independence Agency, court or staff, such as counseling, and will ensure that all meetings are kept.

6. The family will provide transportation.  If transportation is unavailable staff is to be notified immediately so transportation can be arranged.

This program is designed to assist your child in being successful at home, in school, and within the community.  Failure to comply and cooperate with the program may result in consequences set by the court system.
